This information will be held for 25 years from the date of birth of the student.  When 
a pupil changes school, this record will go with them and will not be retained by the 
previous school, other than to meet statutory returns. 
 
Our school management system is provided under contract and they act as data 
processors for this information. 
 
No personal information is routinely available outside of the UK  Should a transfer of 
personal information be necessary we will only do so where it is permitted by law 
and where appropriate safeguards are in place.
