Welbeck Class remote learning - January 2021

Dear parents and carers of Welbeck children,
I would like to run Google Classroom as normally as close as possible to ‘in-house’ learning this week. This will mean remote learning will be very different from Summer 2020.
So how does my child log in again?
First of all, search ‘Google Classroom’ in your search engine and follow the prompts to the log in page.
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Your child’s email address will be their first name, the initial of their surname and then the number 14 for Year 6 children, and number 15 for Year 5 children ‘@cuckney.notts.sch.uk’

For example, a Year 6 child called Joe Bloggs: joeb14@cuckney.notts.co.uk
Their password is ‘welbeck’ followed by their initials.

Again for Joe Bloggs that would be: welbeckjb

Once inside, click on the large green square with a capital ‘W’ for Welbeck class to enter the classroom.
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Your next screen should look like this…
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From here you will see tabs at the top: ‘Stream’ and ‘Classwork’ being the important ones.

So how will your child access the lessons?

Your child will be required to be logged-in to google classroom between 9-10, 10:45-11:45 and 13:15-13:30, this is to include a short morning break and a lunch break. Your child does not require to be logged in to complete the afternoon tasks after the 1:15-1:30 input.
The ‘stream’ will contain a link from approximately 8:50 every morning to join a virtual lesson, where I will teach English 9-10 and Maths 10:45-11:45.
The work to be completed during these lessons will be uploaded to the ‘Classwork’ section. 

My input (explanation of the task) should last around 15-20 minutes, allowing the other 40 minutes of the hour for the work to be completed.

If your child requires any support during this time, they can either ask me directly via the video, or type a message with a question.
After these two lessons I will then teach the input to a foundation subject after lunch from 1:15-1:30, such as Geography, History, R.E. etc, before leaving access to the accompanying task in the ‘Classwork’ section.

These files will be clearly labelled and dated. I will also upload a copy of the day’s arithmetic/mental maths questions and ask that your child reads for a minimum of fifteen minutes during the afternoon.
How is the work to be completed?
Initially, please complete the work on paper – you can print out the tasks if you like and complete it on the sheet – but no printing is necessary.

If the closure looks like it could continue past this Friday, then I will personally deliver all Maths and English exercise books to your home address. Nothing is to be uploaded back to Google Classroom and I do not require any documents emailing to me. Simply bring the paper copies from this week back to school, or if this home learning is extended, stick them in to your exercise books once they have been delivered.
So what next?

Please may I ask you ‘practice’ logging in today, so that if you/your child is struggling, I can be contacted in advance to double check the issue?
