Welcome to the new-look Welbeck class!

Dear parents and carers,
First of all, apologies for delay! Welbeck class has undergone a facelift and we have moved to the sports hall for at least the Autumn Term! This has been quite a long process and as Mrs Kay and I didn’t want to compromise the end of year activities for our year six leavers, we gave their last days priority before breaking up for the end of term.

I am sure many of you have questions that may or may not be answered by the information in this letter. If there is anything else you would like to know that has not been covered on here, or by one of Mrs Crossland’s whole school letters then please send me an email to bgreenwood@cuckney.notts.sch.uk. In Mrs Crossland’s letters that are available on the school website, https://www.cuckneyprimaryschool.co.uk/ , you will find details about arrangements for drop off and collection, as well as basic information about Covid enforced changes, such as start and finish times.
Equipment - Your child is not permitted to bring any equipment, such as stationery, to school with them as each child has been provided with their own pencil case complete with pen, pencils, rubber, ruler and crayons. They will have a tray on their desk which contains this stationery pack, all of their exercise books, their reading book and their maths pack. These will be sanitised daily.
P.E. kits – P.E. is Wednesday PM, but P.E. kits cannot be kept in school. P.E. kits will need to be brought into school in a plastic carrier bag on Wednesdays only and are to be taken home the same day. As all P.E. Sessions will be exclusively on the field in Autumn term, these will probably need washing regularly anyway! 
Reading books – Children won’t be allowed to take reading books home initially, so they will be asked to select a book from our brand new range in class to keep in their trays and read at school. I have timetabled in additional reading time during the school day to compensate for this. Children may read free choice at home, or use their MyON login to access electronic books. Details of MyON login refreshers will be sent home the first week back if you are not aware of how to use this.

Break times - Break times will be held either in the garden or on the field as these are our designated areas. Could wellies please be provided for playtimes as both of these areas have grass. The bandstand has been prepared as a quiet sheltered area for reading or chatting with friends. A new ‘snack’ system is also in place, please look out for a school text message with a link to this information.
Timetable - Please find attached a copy of our general timetable. The topic sessions will vary on a week to week basis to cover the whole curriculum. The wonderful Mrs Kay will be working with Welbeck every morning and Monday, Thursday and Friday afternoons.
Curriculum - Our class will be maintaining a cross-curricular approach and as such our main theme of the term - Events That Shaped the World - will be delivered through English sessions too. We will be looking into key world events such as The Moon Landing, the assassination of JFK, 9/11, The Boxing Day Tsunami and even the sinking of the Titanic! Our topic for Autumn Term will be ‘Hola Mexico’ and will cover all parts of Mexican life and culture from the Mayans to today’s world.
Homework – This will be provided electronically via the school website on a Monday. This is to be brought into school on or before Friday, where it will be placed into a ‘postbox’ until the following Monday, allowing for 72 hours to pass before marking. As a result, if homework is not handed-in until the following week, I will not be able to mark it. Homework is used in Welbeck class to prepare children for the sheer volume of homework they will receive upon their transition to secondary school. Homework is not used as an assessment tool, so do not be afraid to help if they are really unsure or stuck.
