English
We will begin the year by recapping and extending our knowledge about labels lists and signs including appropriate use of capital letters. We will also write our own list poems using adjectives and the senses. We will look at stories in familiar settings and use them to explore different sentence types and using speech in writing. We will end the year by writing our own non-fiction text about our local area.
Children will also begin each day by practising their handwriting and will be learning to start and finish their letters correctly in preparation for joining.
Children will have spellings sent home to practice each week and will be usually be tested on a Friday.
Computing 
[bookmark: _GoBack]We will be using ICT to both retrieve and store information. We will be using the I pads to research a range of topics on the internet and explore Google earth as part of our work on maps. We will also use them to capture photographs and videos of things in the environment. Finally we will use a word processing package to create a simple fact file.
History
We will find out about some local history including the history of the school building and the legend of Robin Hood.


Science
We will begin the year by exploring the wildlife and their habitiats around the school environment. We will identify and name some common plants and flowers and learn the names of the different parts  of plants. We will find out how plants grow by planting some of our own and we will also find out why bees are important. We will use our senses to explore our local area. We will also find out why different materials are used to build houses around the world.
Jigsaw
Our Jigsaw theme this term is Being Me in My World.
R.E.
This term we will explore the theme of ‘harvest in RE.
Mathematics
Our maths in the Autumn term will focus on Place Value and addition and subtraction. We will be writing numbers in numerals and words, and recognising the value of each digit in a number. We will also be practising our number bonds to ten and then to twenty and using them to solve number problems. Finally we will be using a range of strategies to add and subtract and to solve missing number problems.
Children will have number formation or times tables cards to practise at home. These will usually be tested on a Friday.
Geography
Children will explore maps, arial photographs and compass points. They will  look at local land use and learn about some of the geographical differences between the UK and Kenya.
Art and DT
 Children will explore different techniques to create their own paintings of their favourite local places. They will create observational drawings of plants and trees , design their own playground and create their own mini gardens.
P.E.
Children will have two hours of PE each week. This will usually be on a Tuesday and a Friday but we ask that you leave PE kits in school all week so that they are available if we need to change the days. We will be covering gymnastics and yoga this term.
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
