History
We will be learning about WW1 during our whole school theme week. We will compare life then and now and think about what it might have been like to be a soldier in the trenches. We will find out what school children at the time would have been doing. 
English
We will read a and write a range of fiction and non-fiction texts about hibernating animals to link with our science work this term. We will be practising planning and orally rehearsing the sentences we want to write first. 
We will write information texts about how to look after dogs as we introduce ‘Betty’ the reading dog to the class.
We will end the term by exploring fantasy through the ‘Man on the Moon’ Christmas advert. We will be describing fantasy settings and thinking about what might happen in our own fantasy stories.
Children will also begin each day by practising their handwriting and will be learning to start and finish their letters correctly in preparation for joining.
Children will have spellings sent home to practice each week and will be usually be tested on a Friday.
Computing 
In computing we will be learning how to save documents on the computers and Ipads and how to find them again the next time we need them.
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Science
We will find out about hibernating animals in the UK, identifying them and finding out why and where they hibernate.
Mathematics
Our maths this term will be learning to identify and describe 2D and 3D shapes including regular and irregular shapes. We will also be learning to recognise and know the value of different coins and notes and to add coins to make a given total or subtract them to work out the correct change.
Children will have number formation or times tables cards to practise at home. These will usually be tested on a Friday.
R.E.
This term we will learn about the differences between Hinduism, Christianity and Judaism, including some of the religious symbols and key religious festivals.
We will laso be learning about the Christmas story through our KS1 nativity performance.
Geography
Children will explore maps, arial photographs and compass points. They will  look at local land use and learn about some of the geographical differences between the UK and Kenya.
P.E.
Our PE this term we be learning about travelling, jumping and landing safely in different ways. The children will also be working with the PE coach to learn to play Volleyball.
Jigsaw
Our Jigsaw theme this term is Dreams and Goals.
Art and DT
Children will explore colour and texture through their firework pastel art, making rangoli patterns with coloured sand and making Diva lamps using clay.
