Sherwood Class – Spring 1
Famous Faces
English
We will start the term looking at silly poems and in particular focussing on identifying and using adjectives and nouns in them. We will then look at writing recounts and using exclamation marks within them. For our fiction work we will be using coordinating conjunctions such as; and, or, but, to write our own stories about feelings. Our poetry focus will them be Bedtime poems using commas and expanded noun phrases.
This term we are going to be working hard on our presentation. Children will continue to begin each day by practising their handwriting some will be beginning to join their letters.
Children will continue to have spellings sent home to practice each week and they will be usually be tested on a Friday.
Computing 
This term we will be exploring algorithms. We will find out what they are, how and why they are used and why it is important that they are very clear.

Mathematics
Our maths in the Spring term will focus on multiplication (specifically 2, 5 and 10 times tables), fractions, and measuring length, mass, capacity and temperature. 
Children will have number formation or times tables cards to practise at home. These will usually be tested on a Friday.

R.E.
This terms RE is learning some of the bible stories Jesus told and why they are important to Christians. We will also be considering what it means to belong and in particular to belong to the Christian religion.
Geography
This term we will be naming the countries, capital cities and seas around the UK. We will also be using geographical language to describe key physical features such as cliff, beach and ocean.
Jigsaw
Our Jigsaw theme this term is ‘celebrating difference’.
Music
[bookmark: _GoBack]In music we will be comparing the music of Mozart and Andrew Lloyd Webber. We will also have a go at composing our own piece of music on a virtual key board on the Ipads.
History
We will be learning about some famous people from history including Grace Darling, Lowry and Mozart. We will be comparing Mozart to a modern day composer and thinking about how their lives were different.
Art and DT
 Children will learn about Lowry as one of our Famous Faces. We will compare two of his paintings, investigate how perspective is created and create our own Lowry style paintings complete with buildings and matchstick people.
We will also be creating our own theatre box and characters as part of our work on famous composers.
P.E.
Children will have two hours of PE each week. PE will usually be on a Monday and Tuesday. We will be developing our throwing and catching skills in one of the sessions. In the second session we are working with the PE coach to learn how to play Boccia (a game similar to bowls)
Science
In science this term we will be looking at the seasonal changes that are happening and collecting and recording data about the weather. We will also be finding out how the day length varies from Autumn to Winter.
