English
We will begin the term learning about traditional stories, in particular The Princess and the Pea. We will emerse ourselves in the story before changing it to write our own alternative version of the story.
We will them be looking at commas in lists, plurals and instructions focusing on verbs and introducing adverbs.
We will end the term looking at fantasy and humour focusing on the story ‘Zog’ by Julia Donaldson.
We will also be beginning to prepare chn for the phonics check in June with lots of ‘alien words’ practice. For those children that are ready we will be encouraging them to begin joining their letters in their handwriting.
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Computing 
This term we will be exploring algorithms. We will find out what they are, how and why they are used and why it is important that they are very clear.
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Children will have two hours of PE each week. PE will usually be on a Monday and Tuesday. We will be developing dance skills in one of the sessions. In the second session we are working with the PE coach on team games.
Art and DT
 Children will learn about structures and mechanisms such as drawbridges and try to recreate them. They will also be designing their own coat of arms.

Jigsaw
Our Jigsaw theme this term is ‘Healthy Me’.
Mathematics
Our maths in this term is focussing on addition and subtraction and beginning to sork with more challenging numbers as well as solving missing number and word problems. We will also be exploring multiplication problems and fractions.
Children have times tables cards to practise at home. These will usually be tested on a Friday as well as our ‘Big Maths Beat That’ challenge.
R.E.
This terms RE is learning about Easter and how and why Christians celebrate it. We will also learn about Shrove Tuesday and Lent as part of this.
Geography
This term we will be thinking about why castles are located where they are and the geographical features that are relevant.
Science
In science this term we will be looking materials and their properties and linking this to the parts of a castle and a knights armour. 
History
Our history this term will be learning about medieval castles, their uses and jobs and roles within them.
