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Weekly homework will be set that links with our learning each week as well as weekly spellings and reading practise.
Jigsaw
Our Jigsaw topics this term are ‘Being me in my world’ and ‘Celebrating difference’
Music
We will be learning to use our voices tunefully and to sing songs relating to the festivals and celebrations this term.
PE
Our PE this term will be developing our gymnastics skills including balance, agility and coordination.
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Mathematics
This term we will be looking at place value including counting, reading and writing numbers up to 50 for Y1 children and 100 for Y2 children. We will also be looking at addition and subtractions and multiplication.
History
In History we will be learning about the story of Robin Hood and what life as like when he was alive. We will also find out about changes to the school over time by using our research skills and talking to past pupils.
ICT
We will use iPads and computers to create posters, and stories and we will be learning about webpages and the internet as we update our class webpage each week.
RE
In RE we will be learning about Christian values such as caring for others as well as learning about the Christmas story and the Jewish festival, Hanukkah.
Art and DT
We will explore different effects we can create with pencils to produce observational drawings of some of the plants and trees in Sherwood Forest. We will use clay to create sculptures and explore pattern and texture and we will be learning about the work of Andy Goldsworthy and creating our own transient art.
English
This term we will creating our own wanted posters for Robin hood and learning how to use nouns and adjectives to describe him. We will learn about the story of Robin Hood and will write our own versions from another character’s perspective. We will write an information text about Sherwood Forest and the plants and animals that live there. We will also be writing instructions as part of our harvest work and we will be looking at some classic poetry by Edward Lear.
Geography
We will develop our field work and observational skills by studying the geography of our local area including Sherwood Forest.
Science
Our science this term will be learning about seasonal changes and about the plants and animals that live in Sherwood Forest. We will learn about different habitats and how they provide for the plants and animals that live in them. We will also learn about food chains ad different sources of food.
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
