	Loop the loop
Build a loop the loop track for marbles. Experiment with the drop to see what height it needs to be for the marble to complete the loop without falling off. Once the marble is successfully looping the loop, investigate further by changing the angle of the drop and the size of the loop. Accurately record variable changes and the outcome of their trials. Answer questions such as ‘Why does the marble stay on the track? What is the biggest diameter loop the marble will travel around and still stay on?’
